$1,000 OFA Scholarship. You can write about family, hobbies, friends, community service or anything
that you have done to make a difference in your community. Remember, grammar and punctuation
are taken into consideration.

e Please print the application with all the requirements. You may stop by the office to utilize our
computers to complete, print, and turn in your application. Hours: 2 - S PM. The application must be
submitted by regular mail or hand delivered to the office.
